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DEPARTURE CHECK LIST

NB.  Arrive earlier than the time you were given, so that any surprises can be dealt with in plenty of time.  Please remain calm.  This has all been done before.

1. Document pouch containing passport and tickets;

2. Photocopies of passport, tickets, and insurance policy. One copy in a safe place in your luggage, and one copy to be left with your family;

3. All luggage to be securely labeled with you name, Australian home address, and phone number.  All luggage should have an identification label inside, so that if the outside name label is lost, the luggage can be traced to you;

4. Your hand luggage should not contain any sharp items or implements (scissors or nail files etc).  Such items will be confiscated;

5. Youth Exchange Blazer

6. Name badge on blazer

7. Credit card and cash securely stowed in hand luggage.  You should take at least $50 in the currency of your exchange country, so that you are not looking for an ATM as soon as you arrive, and you have money to spend if necessary.  You can order this from any of the large banks, months in advance.  Don’t count on being able to get it at the airport.  In any case, the exchange rate will be higher at the airport.

8. List of all valuables you are taking with you, including item name, brand, serial number etc.  This list should be in your hand luggage, your main stowed luggage, and a copy left with your parents.  

9. You may want to consider wearing your heaviest pair of shoes or boots for the flight, so that you have more available space in your luggage.

10. Weigh your luggage before you arrive at the airport, including your hand luggage, to make sure the weight is with in the allowed limits;  20kg for your checked luggage and 7kg for your hand luggage.

11. The District Chairman or his representative will check in students.  It is suggested that parents not accompany students to the check in counter

12. Carry any prescription medication in your hand luggage, as well as headache tablets etc. that you may need during the flight.

13. Be aware that the first meal on board may not be served for up to 2 hours into the flight.  Consider having a meal before you arrive at the airport, or at the airport.
