HOST PARENT RESPONSIBILITIES

THE STUDENT IS NOT A GUEST IN YOUR HOUSE

1. Attend the meeting organized by the host Rotary Club – whether you have hosted before or not – rules and obligations are constantly changing.

2. Greet the student at the airport upon arrival (a must if you are the 1st host family – recommended if you are 2nd or 3rd host family).  This makes the student feel welcome into his/her new adopted Country for the next 12 months.

3. Attend change-over/transfer function organized by the Club Counsellor between Counsellor and 1st Host Family and subsequent transfers – this makes the student feel loved and appreciated.

4. Discuss District questions with the student within 24 hours of arriving in your home.  Preference is the 1st night.  This should happen even though you may have hosted before as it sets the ground rues that you expect the student to abide by.

5. Treat the student as you would your son or daughter – not as a guest

6. Include the student in all family activities

7. Explain to student your expectations whilst hosted by you.
8. Supervise and monitor school & leisure activities

9. Encourage the student to become involved with school activities and local community – if they play sport encourage them to join the local club if possible.

10. Keep in contact with the Club Counsellor and report any problems or difficulties that you may be having – immediately (the club and or District can assist in these situations)

11. Do not try to solve problems with the student without consultation with the Club Counsellor or the District Chairman.  Always remember that the District Chairman is available 24 hours a day.

12. Ensure student completes monthly report for the District Chairman.

13. Make sure you have read and taken copies of any documents that you feel relevant from the Students Manual.

14. Make sure you are aware of the Guidelines set out in the Host Parents Manual issued by the District.
