Safari Rules for Students

For the enjoyment of all on the Safari the following rules have been set.  As you will see most of the rules require basic commonsense and thoughtfulness.  I understand:
1. This is a Camping Safari and Educational Experience

2. I will not be permitted to consume any alcohol while on Safari

3. I will be responsible for the setting up and dismantling of my own tent
4. I will be expected to help with packing the coach and meal set up, preparation and cleaning up.  When I am rostered to help I will assist willingly and promptly
5. I must have permission from the Tour Leader BEFORE leaving the campsite

6. A curfew time needs to be imposed for my protection in some camping grounds

7. I will not be permitted to sleep in front of the campfire

8. I will abide by the camp sites curfew of no noise after 10pm
9. There will be no smoking, drinking or eating in the tents or on board the coach
10. I am not allowed to stand, kneel or sit on the arm rests of the coach

11. These rules are for everyone’s safety and enjoyment.  If I fail to comply with these rules I may be returned to my host family AT MY OWN COST
Daily Time Table

In the mornings, the tour needs to be on the road early.

6.00am

Wake up call, tents down then tents and baggage to coach

7.00am

Breakfast

8.00am

Board the coach and depart

9.00pm
Quiet down – start having last showers

9.30pm
Lights out – last showers

10.00pm
All to tents – no showers

Curfew:
All students must be quiet by 10:00pm

NOTE: These times may be varied at the discretion of the Safari Driver, all camp sites have a 10pm noise curfew, to minimise disruption to other campers.  In the evenings, the students need to retire to bed at a reasonable time to ensure the Safari Driver has sufficient rest time to complete the itinerary safely.
